After the completion of the paving,
curbing, parking, nea.ly :x year wos
Tequired to investiziie and determine
on practicable systems, deoxizas and
Thateridls for pests. the cost of {n-
stallation—and no expense has been

All of theve lirhts are located on
Sherman way, West Shermay, way
and.North Sherman way. *South Shet-
man way s now paved and the State
highway wiil connect the same with
West Sherman way, making in all
practically thirty’ miles o2 splendidly
paved und brilliantly {lluminated
highway in 2 continuous clrsle around
the south half of the San Fernundo
Valley.

When the werk is completed over
600 electroticzs, erexted on substan-
tlal cement foundutions,  will be in-
sgtalied. ANl wires are laid under-
Fround in conduits, which were driven
underneath the puved surface of the
boulevard. and the surface was nos
cut or disturbed in anyway,

Ta Van Nuys, Marian and Owens-
mouth, electroliers are on all corpers
of intersecting streets and are sur-
mounted by five large globes. The up-
right globes fn the townsites burn alf
night. The pendant globes and all
lights outside of the townsltes burn
untfl 1 a.m. every day. R

The entire svstem is equal in every
way to the best installed fn any clty
in the Uplted Stuites and unquestion-
ably is the longest sysiem of iighted
highway outside of 2 ¢ity in the world.
The totnl tost of the electroliers and
their instaliation will exceed $70,000.
They were furnished and installed by
the Llewellyn Iron Works: the first
installation contract being awarded to
the Pacific Underground Construction
Company. and the second to the New-
berry-Bendhelm Comnany, and the
third went to B. I. Kierulf & Co. The
Southern California Idison Compacy
maintains and furnishes electrical en-
ergy for the clectroliers, {ncluding re-
newals of lamps and giobes, anad also
the painting and washing of clee-
troliers.
