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With unceasing energy and liberality
the good roads crusaders, who have ac-
complighed so much between Los An-
geles and Hollywood, have launched a
movement for still further extensions,
angd all indications are that very soon
the missing links to connect this city
with one of its fairest foothill suburbs
will be supplied.

The pluns eontempliaie the- connection
of the elegant system completed at
Hollywood with this city by two or
more, direct routes, which result would
g’veaily cenhiance the value of the exist-
fng bhoulevard. The work completed
inelude$ a splendid boulevard from Ver-
mont avenue to Luurel Cafion, and sev-
eral miles of adjoining boulevards in
and around Hollywood. i .

To afford the bull behefit of this sys-
tem to the people of- the terminal
clties, as well as all along the line,
there must be similar entrances pro-
viged "to the center of Los Angeles.
In Dhrief, this involves the building of
another mile of boulevard to connect
at Burhank Junction with Sunset boule-
vand, leading-into Los Angeles; galso
about two miles along Vermont ave-
nue, to connect with Wilshire bouyle-
vard. This would create a dlvect and
casy grade toward Griffith Park, and
make in a short ime a drive frony the
clty to the sen, free from steam rall-
road MNnes. .

Aloreover, the
beneficial results realized at Hollywood
have inspired similar movements in
numerous other
vard-building has become a popular
public movement.

What has been done at Hollywood
has been through the enterprise
untiring zeal of a handful of cltizens,
who have contributed in unstinting
manner of money and toil. At present
there exist about sixteen miles of as
perfect roadways as could .be desired,
100 feer wide, leve! and swooth, and
protected against rain by disintegrated
granite,

There ' has lately been procured at
large cost a right of way for a cut-oft
for the boulevard and electric raflway
from Vermont and Prospect avenues to
Burbank Junction. and work 12 now
under way along this line to conment
through to the city.
