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EATH OF ANGELENO
IN COPENHAGEN.
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IVOR A. WEID PASSES AWAY
WHILE ON A TOUR.

Resident of Southern California fer
Forty Years and Did Much for the
Upbuilding of Hollvwood~News of
Death Came from H. J. Whitley. ~

Ivor .. Weld, for forty yoars a resi-
dent of Southern California, died of
heart fallure at Copenhagen the latter
part of August. Mr. Weld had gone
back to his pative land for a short
stay, accompanied.by his wife and
youngest son, Axel, and by H. J.
Whitley of Hollywod. News of the
sudden death was received yesterday
by the relatives from Mr. Whitley.

The dead pioneer came to California
about 1860, seeking ghis fortune, and
through carefuil investment amassed
wealth and placed himeelf in an en-
viable position socially. Shortly after
the boom of 1887 he went back to Den-
mark on a short visit. Returning to
California he interested himself in real !
cstate to quite an  extent, obtaining:
large holdings in Hollywood and the:
Cahuenga Valley in ranch properties
which have since been Uivided and soid
at a big profit. It was largely through:
his untiring energy and liberality that
the littie dummy line was built to IHol-;
lywood and Inter he associated himself:
with H. J. Whitley and Col. Griffith J.
Gritiith in the construction of the Hol-
Iywood branch of the eclectric line out
Prospect Boulevard which Iater was
s01d to the Los Angeles & Pacific Elec-
tric R.R. Co.

As a public man, Weid was always to
the fore in the upbujlding of this, the
city of his adoption, as well as Holly-
wod. He was  generous man, of tem-
perate habits and mild disposition, a
man of few cnemies and mauy friends.
He was a strong believer in good roads
and the assistance of railroads and al-
wiys stood. ready. to ald the interests
of anything along these lines. He was
one of-the promoters of the Sunset
Boulevard.

He built the Weid block on the cor-
ner of Eighth and Spring streets and
also owned, in addition to much other
property at the time of his death, a
large store on Los Angeles street be-
tween First and Requena. He leaves a
snug fortune. |

and leaves a widow, two daughters and
thres sons to mourn his loss.
