In Whitley’s Home Park Tract. -

One of the most artistic dwellings
recently erected in this locality is that
which was put up for H. J. Whitley
on the north side of Prospect boule-
vard, between Wilcox and Whitley
avenucs, Hollywood. It stands about
two hundred feet west of Mr. XVhit-
ley's home place, in what is known as
the Home Park tract. The house was
designed hitects Dennls & Far-
well, and it was eracted, under their
supe-vision, at a cost of about $7000.
It {s an exemplification of the fnct that
houses which rank with the best, and
arc as qomplote in every detall as
dwelllngs put up by owners as homes
for the lves, are often found here
‘nmon; the dwellings that are erected
as {nvestments.

| department, i8 n ten-room, two-story
combination frame and stone structure,
with basement and attie.

It is typical of the modernized colo-
nial {n architecture. and presents an
exterfor which is decldedly pleusing.

Gray stone cxtends to the window
line of the first story, and the columns
of the porch and terruce are of the
same mutertal. The porch, which is 2
feature of the buflding, is partly re-
cessed and partly projecting. Curved
towers, and rooms with curved dor-
mer windows on both the east and the
west sides of the frontage, ure, also,
structural features thut add much to
the striking outline of this stylish and
; handsome home,.
| The house is heated by hot air, from
|n furnnce in the basement, and the
scheme of ventllation Is perfect. The

flcors are nll of hardwood, and the
. general interior flnish is in Tahoe
pine, white cedar, und slash-grained
Oregon pine. In the dining-room and
den the latter is stained to Flemish
ouk. In many Tespects the matural
gratning, which in the style most gen-
I'ernlly used throughout the house, I8
productive of o decidedly pleasing ef-
foct. The sidebonrds, mantels and
staircnges are very attractively de-
signed, and add much to the interfor
finlsh. The plumbing is of the best
grade, and the fixtures used arve the

obtainable. .

* As the ‘owner has recently-emigrated
5 the southern portion of the Unlon
to make her home in Southern jCali-
fornin, it war natural that she should
deslre ‘that her new home should pos-
gesp thut most hospitable of all the
features of her former mansion. viz:
a large verandar A vVeranda, there-
fore, has been provided that will he
146 fect long, and cover the greater
portion of the. frontage of the cutlre
dwelling. It  has exposures on the
north. ecust and south, and, as a1 con-
sequence, one can generally find a
“gpot.” at any time of the day. where
such conditiong of temperatgres and:
shade as he moy desire can be ob-
talned. :

From the veranda one enters the.
living room, 17x2{ feet. Opposite the
door is to be an old-fushioned brick
fireplace, with a heavy wood shelf,
for bric-a-brac, o square tiled hearth,
and black iron-crane fire dogs, wliich
make 2 plcture of old-time comfort
that ‘certainly is pleasing. At the
right will be a wide seat plled high
with pillows, and above this one can
look, through well-proportioned win-
dows, upon the garden court, or putio,
24x32 feet which is to Indent the west-
ern side of the bullding. A low book-

A paorior, 15X21 feet, three dedrooms,
15x16 feet each. a kitchen, 12x16 feet,
and a servants’ room. is alse to be
provided for the dwelllng.

The woodwork- in- the living-room,
including the henvy beams support-
ing the celling, will he of Oregon plne,
relected for grain and stained a beau-
tiful shade of chestnut brown. The
walls up to the plcture mould will be
covered with a very light leather-col-
ored canvas, and abgqve will be tinted
a delicate shade of old ivory.

The sume general effect {8 to he ar-

tanged for thet dining-room, except
that the color of the walls I8 to be
deeper, and the height of the room Is
to be dlvided by a plate shelf carried
around just above the doors and wine
dows. The floors of the twe rooms
will be of well waxed quarter rawed
onk, and a few cholce rugs will add
color and comfart.
‘ The finlsh of the bedrooms, and of
the kitchen, will be ofCalifornin white
pine, iIn  natural colors. The flnors
wil be hurd Oregon pine, feft bare,
as to carpeting, with rubbed wvarnish
surfaces.,

‘I'he building proper will cost abdbout
$5000, but in the matter of furnish-
ings, and in the tlowers and fountains
of the garden court, it much larger
sum Wil necessarily Le expended.

Sapatorium for Monrovia.

Dr. F. M., Pottenger has let the con-
