The speed cof nearly 126 miles per
hour attained by an electric ciar on att
experimental * line, as narrated in a
cable dispatch from Berlin this mom-

Thile the engincers do not bdelleve
this high speed !s practicable at pres-
ent on the State ralwuys, they are
prepared to recommend a2 speed of
ninety-three miles. an hour -between
Berlin and Humburg., which would
mean the traversing of the intervening’
178 miles in about 1% hours.

Setting aside the opinifon of the en~
aineers thut they will be able to attaln
far higber speeds, a sustained rate of
ninety-three miles an hour would be-
revolutionary. J: would mean that a
man could }rave Naw York zt 10 in the
evening and arrive in Ctheago In time
for an early breakfast. The trip from
here to Philadeiphia would consume
less than an hour, and & run from the
City Hall to One Hundred and Sixty-
sixth. streat’ would take Iess than ten
minutes,
