RD OPENING.

The "Outpost” was a bower of beauty.
Ladies of Hollywood had massed the ¢n-
tire front of the verandu and balcony
In screens of red and white carnations.
The plllars were wrapped in bunting
and greenery, and flowers in vases were
scattered profusely through the house,
which was thrown wide open to one and
all. The beautiful place was turned
over to the Board of Trade and the Re-
ception Qommittee by !ts owner for the
entertalnment of Hollywood's guests,
ond the people expressed their appre-
clation {n a hearty manner before the
close of the afternoon.

On the veranda were . long tables
groaning under huge bowls of luscious
punch, dainty sandwickes and cakes
served by young ladles, and no one who

widening to 100 feet Sunset boule--
vard to the northwest city limits, It
took five years of persistent effort on
hls part to procure the deeds of right
of way. TLater a change of route
caused an abandonment northwesterly
from Maltman avenue, which is now
the end of the city contract to the city
limits. After five years the Sunset
Boulevard Improvement Assoclation,
of which Mr. Maltman was a member,
was formed, and by unceasing effort
has brought about the result we see to-
day. I cannot dismiss this- subject
without referring 10 the earnest labors
of . our esteemed fellow-citizen, Col.
Shaut, a member of the Sunset Boule-
vard Improvement Association, whose
last work on earth was on this project,

angd I only wish he were here to gee the
results of his iabors.

"Over five ysars ago when I moved
to Hollywood, .what 18 now Prospec
boulevard was not open for travel weet
of Wilcox avenue. The dummy lne
ran westerly mostly through flelds Lo
Laure! Cafion. Hollywood had then
very few bulldings and was principally
a fruit 2ngd vegetable farming country.
In connection with our Supervisor aud
a few citizens we took up the blule-
vard work and from <hat time to this
umiring labor has bYeen required to
make this system of boulevards and
connect them with Los Angeles,

“After several years of persisten?
work we found that before the boule-
vard could be connected with the end
of the c4y contract at Maltman ave-
nue we were called wpon to assist In
securing a-gight of way and bullding
by a new route from Maltman avenue
1Q the corner of Prospect and Vermont
alenue. In this we were greatly as-
sisted by the Board of Supervisors.
Much the jargest part of the expense
s borne by Sherman and Clark, who,
with their characteristic energy and
enterprise, pushed the work of bdbulld-
ing their rajlroad and this portlon of
the boulevard to completion. Let us
also remember that Sherman and Clark
have borne the largest share of ex-
pense and been the principal workers
on this project whose completion we
celebrate today.

““Thirty years ago <Capt., Ivar A
: Weld settleg in the Cahuengz Valley.
| During that time he was’a most -ef-
fective worker In all enterprises to de-
velop the vallev: at on time giving
$5000 as a bonus toward bdullding the
dummy rallroad. He was always
rendy to give us help, encouragement
and flnancial aid. He was 2 man of
great abliity, sterling wqrth, and gen-
‘al kindly nature. Duging my last
trip to Europe Mr. Weld came from
Copenhagen to Amsterdam, 1000 miles,
to see and welcome me. Little did I
think that it would be the jast -time I
should see him on earth. He will ever
live {n the hearts of tRose who knew
him, He has gone to his reward.
Peace be to his memory.

“T hope {n the near future to see thls
boulevard, lined with tropical shade
trees, lighted with thousands of elec-
lizhts, 2 magnificent driveway
from fanta Monlca, via Soldlers’ Home,
Sherman, Hollywood, Prospeot and
Sunset boulevarde, the Sisters’ Hospi-
tal and the “cut off'" at the Plaza to
our new $1,000,000 postoffice, both the
pride and joy of Los Angales county.”

MAYOR SNYDER.

Mayor Snyder was the next speaker.
“I tring the sroetings of Los Angeles
to Hollywood on this great day,” he
sa{d. “Those men here whose every
effort has besn extended toward put-
tUnx Hollywoed in the van of Cali-
fornia cities have been successfyl to

the utmost. The clitizens of this beau-
tful community, ably supported by
tite  press of Los Angeles, have

wrougiat the splendid achievement the
velebration of which bringa us to-
gether today. Hollywoed's ideal nat-
ural attractions, coupled with thé€ hos-1
pltallty of {is people, make it Incom-
parable among the ‘citles of our
knowledge. Again, on behalf of the
citizeng of Los Angeles, I fellcitate
you." The Mayor closed with a trib-
ule to the veteran soldfers whom he
saw gathered about him. -

J. 8. Maltman of the Sunset Boule-
vard Improvement Assoclation, ‘“the
hard worker at the other end of the
rogd.”” as he was {ntroduced, next took
the stand—or, rather, stood up on the
scat. He described the route of the
boulevard, the hlstory of the move-
ment, and the many discouragements
of, those who launched {t, and advo-
cated another great highway diverg-
ing from this one.and penetrating into’
the San Fernando Valley through
Tropico and Glendale. The suggestion
was roundly applauded. In a tribute
to H. J. Whitley, Mr. Maltman said:-
“Glve me the land, the climate and
Whitley, and I'll build you another
Hﬁ%lywood, or a dozen, wherever you

Gov. 0. H. LaGrange of the Sol-
diers' Home, gifted speaker that he fs,
dellvered an eloquent and well-
directed eulogy of the wonders accom-
plished within the sweep of his eye
as he stood. and of the men who
accomplished them.

“Though I always believed that we
belong to a race of empire buflders,
if I had doubted It, I would know it
now since coming here. Such men as
have built this community, as have
buiit this boulevard, and will finish it
to the sea, are the soldiers of civill-
zation,” declared the stalwart orator.

The introductlon of Gen. ‘M.
Sherman of the Los Angeles' Pacific
brought forth a burst of applause and
friendly greetings from the gather-
ing. Gen. Sherman, in his good-
natured and straightforward vray,
took up the subject of the day and,
thanked the people for their substan-
tial confldence as well as for thelr
friendly expressions. Many public
tributes were spoken during the day
on behalf of Gen. Sherman and E, P.
Clark for thelr generous support of
the boulevard movement.

Other speakers on the programme
were W. C. Patterson, Judge P.-S.
Rishel of the Hollywood Board of
Trustees, Francis Murphy, Col. Fite
and T. W. Brotherton, who, after an
eloquent talk on patriotism and the
flag. formally presented the city of
Hollywood with an immense national
banner, the gift of Willlam H. Hoe-
gee, which Is to be raised on the sum-
mit of Mt Hollywood. Three cheers
were given for the Stars and Stripes,
and for Citizen Hoegee.’

Gen. Otis’ was called upon for re-
marks, after thanks had been extend-
ed for the hospitality of his charming
Pplace.

“PLACE IS YOURS,”
“In the language of the early Call-
fornians,” sald Gen. Otis, “the place
is yours. I 4id not promise to the re-
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. ~permission to let
you carry offy furniture, nor prom-
ise themn a dee? 10 the land. but other-
wise there are po restrictlons. But
whatever pleasure you may have here
is due principally to Mr. Whiiley, Gen.
LaGrange and the others who have
pianned and are so ably carrying out
this celebration. The importance of
this enterprise can scarcely be real-
ized. Money has been spent here like
water. Especially are Sherman and
Clark entitled to great praise for their
iiberality, enterprise and persever-
ance. With good -roads, with great
railroads and steamship lines center-
ing here on the Coast, coupled with
the enterprise of its citizens and In-
dustrial freedom, the future greatness
of this region cannot now be con-
celved.” )
