HOLLYWOOD.

Zarge Exeursion to the
Pretty Place.

Fine Boulevard Viewed
by Hundreds.

Hostz and Citizens Thanked
by the Mayor. for
Hospitality.

Beautiful Hollywood and its environs
was visited  yesterday by an  en-
thuslastic crowd of over 500 persons
from Los Angeles, Pasadena and
near-by citles. It wus a hollday In
the thriving suburb, and nearly all
its cltizens turned out to greet and
entertain the guests of the occasion.

More than hualf the crowd was taken
to Hollywood In five special cars fur.
nished by the Los Angcles-Pacific Rall-
way Company. The excursion was un-
der the Immediate superv.ston of Poesl-
dent H. J. Whitley of the Los Angel:s-
Pucltic Boulevard and Development
Company. He was assisted by Col. G.
J. Griflith, now known as the Mayor
of Holiywood, by several of the direc-
tors and stockholders in the devélop-
ment company, and by Gagu. M. H.
Sherman and K. P. Clark, of the rail-
way company.’

Promptly at 2 o'clock the start was
made from the offices of the rallway
company on Fourth street. The par-
lor car “Mermaid” headed the excur-
slon train. It bore the stockholders
of the development company, city and
county officials, bankers and repra-
sentative citizens, among whom were
the foliowing-named: Mayor M. P.
Snyder, Councilmen Pawers, Allen,
Bowen and Walker, Pollce Commis-
sloner George Walker, Supoarvisors
Field and Wilson, Gus Holntes, H. J.

After leaving the clty this highway
skirts the foothills fncluded In the mag-
niflcent grant of 30156 acres given to the
city by Col. G. J. Griffith for park pur-
poses. IFor. most of the distance the
tracks of the Los Angeles-Pacitic lne
to Hollywood wlill run over the boule-
vard, but beyond Ivanhoe there is a
short distance where the railway will
have an independent right of way., All
the details of the plan were explained
to the excursionists,-and.a very gen-
eral sentiment was evinced in favor of
Immediate legislation for the boulevard,

On arriving at Hollywood the party
left the cars and found enjoyment on
the spaclous grounds of Mr. Whitley.
His large house was thrown open to
the visfiors, and beneath the porte-
cochere several kinds of delicious punch
were served. . .

Parties in tallyhos and automobiles
spent the next hour in riding about
Hollywood and viewing the tmprove-
ments now in progress.
