HOLLYWOOD, March 14.—Another
weeting of the citizens on the schoo!-
bond question was held this week. The

valus of 31500, 'The actfon of- the
trustees was ratifiéd by a vote of 741
f0'32" One of the sites ia the ‘carner
of Western avenue and Sunset boule-
verd, comprising an acre of land, and
valued at $3500. The other, consist-
Ing of -an acre.and a hait’ near Ca-'
huenga avenue and Sunset boulevard,
1s.velued at $7000. The first is owned
by Willlam Beesmeyer, and the second
by Mrs. P. J. Beveridge. The estimate
PI the cost of botn schools, made by

he trustees, Is $32,000. It was thought
beat to issue bonds for this amount,
Biving a twenmty-yeap lfmit for pay-
ment The ‘trustees h. issued a call
for 2 school-bond election, to‘be held
April 4. These bonds will be of the
denomination of $1000 each, to .bear &
per cent. interest. They will be is-
sued in thirty-two series. The first
and second merfes will run five years,
and each double ‘series’ thereafter pay-
able each year for the balance of the
twenty years, W. C. Fay is ' ap-
pointed inspector. of the election, and
J. F. Grass and F. Z. Byram judges.
It will require & vote of two-thirds
majority to carry these bonds. There
is some opposition to this, ns it is
held that the price of the property is
too high: but it is to be hoped that
the importance of tre speedy comple-.
tion ¢f these buildings to accommo-
date the rapldly-increasjng school pop-
ulation, will overcome this objection,
