. Ninth Street.
- 8dme months ago The Times drew

'attention to the importance of Ninth
Etreet,.as8 one of the three leading
thoroughfares of the clty,. which run
clear through from east to west, a
street which 18 undoubtedly destined
to become a leading artery of com-
merce In the near future. Those who
tcok advantage of this suggestion have
cause to congratulate themselves, as
profits of more than 50 per cent. have
been reallzed in several investments
cn this thoroughfare, during the past
six months. The completion of the big
Huntington shops and the opening of
the Long Bench g¢leztric line have cre-
ated something like a boom on East
Ninth street, where a number of cot-
tages and small Stores have been
erected, and are now in course of con-
structlon, the demand for cottages by
renters .being ahead of the supply. It
iz reported that the new electric line to
Whittier ‘will come into the clty on
Ninth street, in which case a further
advance in values may be sexpected.
Shrewd Investors are beginning to note
that prices of property in the factory
section bounded by Third, Alameda,
the river and the south city limits are
unreasonably low, in comparison with
those prevalling in other parts of the
city. nd *hat consequently this gec-
tion wmuers an attractive fleld for in-
vestment.

Nominal Considerations Objectionable..

- Now that the choosing of new mem-
bers of the Leglslature 1s before the
people of the State it might be well
to call the attentlon of aspirants,’ and
ot the publle, to certaln matters of
needed Jegislation, The practice. of
permitting the insertion of nominal
considerations in deeds is.to be de-
piored and should be prohibited by law.
The, actual consideration should be
‘stated in each case, and a fallure to
give the true conslderation should be
properly punished. The public has a
right to know the actual considerations
which pass for real properties. They
should be a part of the public records
as o part of the local history of each
community. The hardship that would
bte worked is small compared with the
good that would follow the enactment
of suzh a statute. The idea that the
matter of the qonsideration Is one
which concerns only the parties to the
transaction, or their immed!ate agents,
1s altogether wrong, The agents have
a right to know the true considera-
tions. because they have a pecuniary
nterest; and each property-holder of
the community has a right to know the
« true consideration for a similar rea-
son. -His interest may be an Indirsct
interest, but {t is nevertheless an ac-
tual pecunlary Interest. The price that
one pleze of property brings affects
the price of all similar properties in
the gime nelghborhood. The schemes
bv which designing and. unscrupulous
agents, and others, seek to mislead the
newspapers, and. the public, as to the
prices which pass for real-estate prop-
erties, show that they recognfze this
fact. The public has rights. Investors
have rights, and those rights should be
protected. o
Protect Boyers.

While condlitiona now are altogether
different from what they were in the
boom dayvs of 1886 and 1887, still cer-
tain recollections of that period remailn
with same of those who passed through
it, - One of these is as to the prac-
tice, then prevalent, of placing tracts
upon the market, advertising that
street and other valuatle improvements
were to be made by owners, and after
: a8 mady, lks a8 possidle upon
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an unwary and unsuspecting publle,
digcoverlng some impediment to the
making of the promised improvements,
and quietly “standing from under.” It

18 not certain that such things will oo

cur again, but 1t is certain that such
improvements as are promised by own-
ers of tracts should be made and paid
for, or absolutely guaranteed, by such
owners, It {8 also better!that this be
done before the public {s invited to
purchase. Such a course removes the

HELP DESIRED FOR BOULEVARD,

The following circular letter, which
is self-explanatory, has been addressed
to citizens supposed to be interested in
the completion of the work therein re-
ferred to, and it is to be hoped that
liberal responses may in all cases be
made.

Los Angeles, Cal., Oct. 6, 1802,

‘With great industry and energy, to-
gether with large liberality on thelr
part, a few cltizens of Los Angeles and
Hollywood have succeeded in creating
a public sentiment that has eventuated
In the buflding of a boulevard from
Vermont avenue to Laurel Cafion, to-
gether with several miles of adjolning
