The necassity for
Buch actlon s obvlous, and attention
has vepeatedly been catled to 1t In these
columns. The responsibliity for nccept.
ing streets of nev tractz which do not
conforny to this zonable requirement
rosta. ultimate!y upoa the City Counedl,
bhut primarfly the duty of ciamining
the map of the tract filed by the .own-
ers, and making n recommendation to
the Councll as to the acceptance or
noi-acceptance of the streets, de\'pl'\'es
upon the City Engineer. The recom-

mendations which come from his ofce

generully receive the approval of the
ity ‘Fathers, and it i« while the maps
are under examination there.that the
fitness Qf the stre:ts for acceptance,
and thergby the fitness of the  tract
for belng made an.addition. to the city,
Is  proctically © determined.

As the clty and surrounding coun-
try coatinues to grow, plans for new
sedurban tracts continue to multiply.
The splendid developmicnis In the di-
reztion of Hollywood, for instance, and
the -exeellent results that have at-
temdled them, have evidentiy made the
fden of suburban tracts so popular as
to be carcled In some cas23a to  the
extrente of cutting such tracts up into
lats tant are rather small for villa
lota, and offering them at rates that
arc doubtless intended to “‘strikd .a
popular chord.” The mystic name of
Hollywood: Is sometimes dragged Into
adverilsements of such traels in a way
that must necessarily be inisteading.
It Ia not stated directly that the tract
is in Hollywood, or Is a part of Holly-
weod, but the name is used In such
a way as’to create the Impresslon that
such ls the case. So far during the
semewhat active development that has
been wiinessed here during the past
. Year or two, there has been very little
“fake business.” A little dose of water
was injected Into a few salés, s=some
months ago, but the practice was
nipped in the bud by the joint ecfforts
of the, press, and of the leading deal-
ers, and the development of the coun-
try has been  pushed forward In._ a
straightforward and business-like man-
ner. ~ It seems Impossible, however,
thut a perlod in wialch "“every one who
touches real estate makes money,”
should fail to develop a zeal which, in
some Instances, causes the adoption of
methods that were comparatively com-
raon in 1887 and 1888, but have not heen
in vogue since. Thousands of dollars
have been made within the past two
years by careful Investments in ILos
Angeles realty, and in the main such
{nvestments are atill safe.- As pre-
viously exnlat~ad, purchases.of Inside
properties In growing  cltiss seldom
prove unprofitable, and there are yet
many good I[nvestments avallable in
ontside, cr suburban, progerties, bu¢
there are othar properties of this class
in which the purchaser’s prospecis of
making « winning are not =0 well
founded. .

The gap
1o be gpanned in this direction is oniy
aboyi a mile;apd. both private sub-
saription and couaty aid oive enlisted
In the movement. The Vermont-ave~
nue route, debouching as it doss iato
Wiishire boulevard a short “distavre
west of Sunset Park, on the line fiark-
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Ing . the western city limits, has cer-
tnin advantages peculiar to itgelf,- It
passes through a ‘portion of the clty
which must lmpress strangérs most
| agreeably, and the necessity for early
"actlon in the matter of providing an
elegant driveway from this city to the
excellent system which hag been bullt
Up in the Cahuenga Valley, will doubt-
less cause thls last-planned route to
e opened before the enrller route by
way of Lake Shore boulevard can: be
completed. - Public-spirited - - citizens,
who desire to hgsist In this commend-
able enterprise, should «énd checks
and pledges to 1. W. Brotherton. The
route oviginally seclected for & boule-
vard from this eity {o. Hollywood I8
not, however, to be abandoned. It will
doubtless be-completed in. due course
of time, and any afd extended In that
divectlon wiil, alse, be for a purpose
thut must’'redound to the best Inter-
csts of the clty. H. J. Whitley, who
with the ald of Col. Q. J. Griffith, Su-
pervisor I, S, Fleld, the Los Angeles-
Pazifle Rallroad Company, and others,
has built up the. sixteen miles or more
of boulevard driveways In- and around
Hollywood, Is authority for statement
that work in‘that direction will not be
allowed to Jag.

Said Improveinents to be commenced
at once and to be prosecuted diligently
to completions .
