OCEAN PARK.
" Ocean Park is a phenomenally-suc-
cessful seaside resort, that has grown
up Mke a mushroom.

It
looks as if there- would before long be
a string of seaside cottages extending
all- the way from Santa Monica to
Ballona.

OUTSIDE PROPERTY.

It is.not only In Los Angeles that
real estate is in good demand. There
is a healthy inquiry for good property
of all kinds throughout Southern Cal-
ifornia—not only for country property,
but also for lots in the country towns
and citles. For instance, a Covina
paper, referring to the great activity
in real estate around there, notes that
a lot 99 feet front in Covina, without
jmprovements, was sold for $4500. A
little over six years ago this cormer
175 feet front, was bought for $350.

Another important sale of country
property has been made, a Iittle farther
on than Covina, at Lemon, where, ac-
cording to the Pomona Times, Mrs. W.
H. Swan has sold 180 acres of her land
for $2500 to Valentine Peyton of Los
Angeles.

LARGE TRACTS.

Ellwood Cooper, in disseminating in-
formation to Induce immigration to
Santa Barbara county, says in one of
the local papers that there are tracts
of large areas in northern Santa Bar-
bara that can be had at the moderate
price of $15 to $20 per acre that will
make fine homes. Referring to thig
statement, the Lompoc Record says:

“This may be true, hut no general
offer has been vet published to show
what or where these favored spots are
located. There are several grants
varying i size from ten to forty thous-
and acres in northern Santa Barbara
that could be had for a much less fig-
ure, that would afford homes for sev-
eral hundred families if the owners
would place them on the market in
parceled tracts to suit purchasers; but

this they will not do; hence the county
goes as it has heretofore with dozens
of these large properties intact. There
will be no prosperity and but a slight
fncrease in population until this old
order of things is supplanted by 'a new .
and more progressive system. The
people are coming to California as they
never came before, with a view to per-
manently remain; but where is the in-
ducement for a colony to settle? We
could name a dozen rarches within a
radius of fifteen miles from Lompoc
which if placed on the market would
afford homes and profitable agricul-
tural occupation for. eight hundred or
more families, and yet not one of these
propertles can be had only as an en-
tirety, the revenues from which do not
exceed 2 per cent. on the price asked
for the property. Let these properties
come upon the market for what they
are really worth as an investment, and
they would soon be occupied by home
seekers or home builders, the class who
makes a country valuable.
