KILLED FOR FEW CENTS.

Later Details of Murder in Mexico of

Young German Who Was Known

in Los Angeles.

Further detajls have just been re-
celved from Chihuahua, Mex., regard-
ing the killing of Otto Andre Rader. a
young German, who was well known
2 Los Angeled. The scene of the mur
der was at Rader's cabin, a few mlfles
from Trique, and was the result of a
dispute over a few cents in wages be-
tween Rader and a peon named Feli-
ciano Perez. The peon is sald to have
crept up to the cabin at night, while
Rader slept, and to have slain hls Yor-
mer employer in cold blood. The ‘as-
1 sassin also killed a fourteen-year-old
! 3fexican boy who wax asleep (n the
cabin with Rader. The murderer fled
to the mountains, pursuit being taken
up next morning by a posse. The chase
was without avail so far as reported.

This i the second killing that has
taken place at Urique as the result of
fights over wages, the first occurring
ahout three years ago, when I. N.
Rahn, who was managing Thomas W,
Lawson’s properties there, wns clubbed*
to death by a Mexican laberer. This
murderer e<caped with a prison sen-
tence of eight years.
