H. J. Whitley, president of the Se-
curity Land and Loan Company, has
jimported direct from Egypt a large
‘consignment ‘of sgeeds, including the
[tamous long-fibered varlety of cotton
that grows so luxuriantly in the Nile
Valley. The cotton seed will be planted
fn .the Corcoran district. It has been
demonstrated that the climatic and
soil conditions of Corcoran are fa-
‘vorn.ble to the growth of cotton. If re-
,sults prove as expected, a large and
ilmportant industry will develop at
|Corcoran. The rich silt deposit sof} Is
sai@ to be similar in character to
the soll of the valley of the Nile.

Mr. Whitley first introduced cotton

into Oklahoma, & crop that now brings
i milllons into that State annually.
i __Other seeds that will be planted at
’Corcoran include some of the famous
Nile Valley white wheat, the Egyp-
|tion pea, which is the staple native
ifood of the valley, and also the seed
of the Berseem clover, the well-known
{forage plant that is now belng so ex-
tensively introduced by the English
jalong the Nile. Samples of the vari-
ous seeds are on exhibitfon in the
north display window of the Cantral
building, at Sixth and Maln streets,
