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NAMING COUNTRY ROADS.
MEETING OF DELEGATES.
Twenty-four persons representng va-
rious sections of Los Angeles county,
met at the Chamber of Commerce ves-
terday, in response to a notice from
the Board of Supervisors appointing
one person from each township to get
together. and consider the subject of
roud naming. Seven were from the
city, namely: C. B. Boothe, C, C. Da-
vis, G, H. A. Goodwin, Abbot Kinney,
Willlam H. Knight, F. H. Olmrted and
J. N. Starr. Others were M. F. Quinn,
J. W. Hudson, R. ¥F. Bishop, A. T.

Currier and . C. Mason from the
Firzt Supervisoral District; A. L.
Kipg, D. M. Crum, D. G. Holt and

George Cate from the fourth district;
D. A. Kughen, Frank Goodall, Rosse
H. Hille and C. H. Cram from the
fifth district.

The meeting was called to order by
Charles Cassatt Davis, who LUriefly
stated the objects of the meeting and
read the.resolutions of the oard of
Supervisors inviting this committee to
consider the advisability of arranging
a system by which country roads coutd
be named, and the locations of the
farmers and suburban residents could
be designated by numbers, and a con-
venient county map be prepared.

In order to more fully elucldate the
proposed scheme A. Bancroft, with
whom the idea originated, was invited
to the platform and read a carecfuilly-
prepared paper setting forth the best
method of inaugurating the work, and
the advantages that would accrue to
residentc of both city and country in
carrying it out.

Among his suggestions were some
that looked to a future ideal state of
things. He would have colonnades of
treem along the roadside, cottage inns
at convenient distances under public
supervision, park-lke &choolhouse
tracts with Horaries and social halls
grouped near the achools, ete.

But the imme=diate work of the com-

mittee would consist of preparing a
county road map, providing suitable

names for all the roads, arrange a°

system of numbering which will indi-
cate the distance of each resident from

the Courthouse, providing signboarda’

which will convey to the wayfarer all
needed Information, and thus add to
the comfort and convenience of all
classes. .

An animated discussion followed the
reading of Mr. Bancroft's paper, which
was particupated in by Messrs. Kin-
ney, Quinn, Boothe, Currier. Goodwin,
Holt, Mason, Olmsted and others. E. J.
Baldwin came from Santd "Anita with
& roll of maps to give his viewa on cer-
tain features connected with the pro-
posed work of the committee, but de-
ferred presenting them till the next

meeting, which will be held in about a:

month.
