TIBRARY DIRECTORS FAVOR SITE
IN PUBLIC PARK.

————

City Attorney Says There is No Legal

* Objection to the Use of Central Park
for Library Purposes—Open-air Read-
ing Rooms Favored.

Barnest consideration was glven by
the Finance Committee yesterday morn-
ing to the request that an election be
calleg to vote $350,000 bonds for the
erection of a suitable library bulld-
fng. All the members of the commit-
tee are agreed that the necessity for
auch a buillding is very great, but
they \are not decided that so much
money is needed for the purpose. It
was the opinion of the commitlee that
some understanding should be had re-
garding the site for the library before
the bond proposition is submitted to
the peogple.

After discussing the guestion, pro
and con, for some time, it was de-
‘clded to postpone  action until the

board of directors of the libravy could
be consulted, and their wishes regard-
ing the location of the new bullding
ascertained. It is nol probable that
any report will be made by the com-
mittee next Monday. The achool-bond

SALARY SCHEDULE.
WATER DEPARTMENT PAY ROLL.

An executive session of the Finance
Conmnittee was held yesterday at noon
to consider ‘the pay roll of the water
department. 'Three sample schedules
were before the commlittee, and these
were used as a basis for computing
the salary which the men In the de-
partment should recelve, As the men
work fewer hours since the city ae-
cured the plant, it {s probable thmt
quite a reduction will he made i the
pay roll. -
Chalyman Allen has a copy of the
pay sheet of the Los Angeles Water
Company, a copy of the ordinan:e
pgssed by the Councll some time ayv,
when provision was made for a mu-
niclpal water department and a salary
Hat suggested by the Water Commlis-
sfon, It is probable that the Counci?
will hew very close to the lne fized
In the latter schedule
The  ordipance estublishing the de-
partment filxes the salary of the su-
perintermeant at 356000, and that »f the
auditor at $2000, Including these items
the pay roll as suggested by the Waler
I Commission would amount to $2368.32
f month, The demands of day labor-
ers who are pald $2 und $3 a day, wlil
amount to about 51000 more on the av-
erage.

SUNSET BOULEVARD PROJECT.
Assurance has been given by the!

Council that all porsihle expedition wilf |
be employed in the passage of neces-
sary legisiation for t(he construction
of Sunset boulevurd within the city
limits. H. J. Whitley, Griffith J. Grit-
fith, and other property-owners direct-
ly interested ‘in the boulevard project
were bafore the Board of Public Works
yesterday. * Presldent E. P. Clark of
the los Angeles-Paclfic Railroad Com-
pany represented that corporation,

On Monday the board will -recom-
mend to the Council the acceptance of
a daecd from property owners to a strip
100 feet' wilde, mainly across acreage
property from. Mohawk street in the
Washington Heights tract to Michel-
tovena street, This strip of land s
dedfeated- as a boulevard, subject to
the exclugive use of twenty-five feet in
the center of the boulevard for streat

the libvary bonds.

As far as could be ascertalned yes-'
terday, the board of directors s
anxifous that the new library bullding
shall be erected in Central Park. |
speaking  of the proposition, Chalr-
man J. Ross Ciark said:

“It seems to me that Central Park
48 the place for the new library bulld-
ing. It has manifold advantages that
are apparent to every one. One most
important consideration is that [t
would eliminate the cost of & site, and
would enable the city to bulld a fine
structure, of which we may well be
proud. In Central Park a light, alry,
cheerfyl and amistic bullding could be
ereoted. The park grounds surround-
ing the structure would be In entlre
harmony with the library, and would
serve to set off the bullding most ef-
fectively. If there are no legal ob-
jections, and 1 understand that there
are none, it seems to me that no more
suitable site could be found. The
street-car service Is good, as thewpark |
can be reached by the lines of the Los

Angeles Railway Company, the Pa-,
cffic Blectric Railway Company, aund
the ‘Traction Company. Suitable

grounds are essentlal to a good library
bullding, and these would be provided
in Central Park.”

Chairman Clark was understood to |
volce the sentiments of the board of|
directors. Miss Mary L. Jones. the,
Iibrarfan., fs even more enthusiastic
over the plan which has been  dis-
cussed so long. TYesterday she said:

“If the Counecll will provide for the
erection  of the lbrary bLullding in
Central Park, and bonds to the amount
of $330,000 are voted, the clty can have
a llbrary which will be known all over
the United States. In this country,
where the climate is 3o salubrious and
gemi-tropical vegetation forms one of
1he chfef attractions for eastern visi-
tors, It would seem a pity to build a
Mbrary without suitable grounds. 1in
xeveril Europran counntries, and espe-
clally in Sweden, park reading-rooms
“are in high favor. They are conducted
ax part of the library system. If a
ifbrary building was erected In Cen-
tral Park, 1t would be possible to pro-
vide for several open-air reading-
roomsa. A patio reading-room could be
made, and, if desired, a reading-room
could be planned for the roof. There
woutd be plenty of light and alr, pleas-
ant surroundings, and an absence of
the commercial activity which would
be inseparable from a smaller site In
the business center.

+Our library is already noted all over
the United States. Los Angeles i8 the
thirty-sixth city in slze, while the 1i-
brary stands twenty-sixth in size and,
nixteenth in circulation. Think of it!
There are only fifteen citles In the
United States where the llbrary issues
as many bhooks on cards as this one.
I1f the per capita were considered we
woulg stand first amorg all the 1i-
braries. Yet this department ia kept
tucked away in the upper story of an
overcrowded City Hrll. With a suit-
able puilding and grounds the library
‘would become one of the best attrac-
tons of the city.”

Allen of the Finance Comumittee js
in favor of submitting to a vote «f
the peaple the hond proposition as re-
quested - by the library board, it it
_proves that $350,000 can be profitably
expended in_ the construction of a li-
brary  building. Blanchard of the
committee is in favor of the “en-
tral Park location. He sald:

“My idea is that a library buliding
in Central Park would be a fine thing
for Los Angeles. It iR a beautly :put
and a library would fit in splendidly.”

At present the company ownsg a right
of way in fee simple. ‘This will be re-

n . linquished, and the sirlp In the'center

of the boulevard accepted in exchange.
This plan was agreed to by the prop-
erty owners, as they did not feel that
they could bear the whole expense of
putting the Dboulevard on a railread
grade. By giving the raflway com-
pany o right of way along the. boule-
vard, the expense has been lessened 25
per cent,

With the deed was fited a connmuni-
cation from the Los Angeles-)’acific
Railvond Company assenting to the
dedfcation of the entire street for
boulevard purposes, and expressly ded-
icating the twenty-five-foot strip which
will be used by the railway company,
reserving the exclusive right to con-
struct and forever to maintain and
operate upon sald strip a double-track
electric raflway. It Is. provided that
the vight to lay tracks shall be under-
stood to have been glven prior to the
time of dedlcation, and that the Los
Angeles-Pacific  Raflroad  Company
shall not be required to obtain a fran-
chige. The company further stipulates
ibe city shall have no nower to
srant to any one the usc of any por-
tlon of the track by the payment of
one-half the cost of construction under
the State tive-block Jaw,

The new boulevard wii be a  great
improvement, and  will  particularly
benefit the Hollywood section of the
county. The route outlfiied on the
maps accompanying the deed is more
direct than the old Jines of the street,
and by including the rallroad excellent
trafiic grades will be obtalned.

City Engineer Stafford has been in-
structed to proceed at once to estab-
Hzh the grade of the boulevard be-
tween Douglas street and the city
limits,

GARVANZA FPRANCHISE!

With dertain changes and restric-
tions, the Board of Public Works yes-
terday’ agreed to favorably report &
notlce of sale for a street-car fran-
chise over Avenue 64 in Garvanza from
i the right of way of the Pasadena elec-
wic line to the porthern clty lhuits.
. For a time at least the road will be
operated by mule or horse power, al-
though it is the Lellef of the Council-
men that eventually the franchise will
form the Lasls of n first-class electric
j line lo Pasadena. AN ]

The Campbell-Johinston brothers are
the petitioners, and they state that the
primary purpose of the road is to carry
passengers from QGarvanza to the
Church of the Angels, a chapel charm-
ingly situated on what Is known as the
mountain road. Censlderable discussion
was provoked by a clause which gives
the grantee of the franchise right to
haul gravel. Several cltizans of Gar-
vanza appeared to protest agalnst the
granting of a franchise for a mule line,
TEey declared that they had signed a
petition for the franchise with the un-~
dergtanding that a first-class electric
road way te be bulit, As cftizens of
Garvanza they declared that they
wanted the best or nothing., They said
that they are opposed to the granting
of a privilege which wiil allow the
hauling of gravel. After much deiiber-
.ation the board decided to offer the
| concession for sate.

I+ Tha franchise asked for s for a term
of forty years. It will contain the fol-
lowing provisions: .

“The cars on the read shall be used
only for the transportation of passen-
gers and the United States mall pack-
ages, bhaggage and express, provided
that not more than one car on any
one train shall be used for carrying
raid baggage or express; sald grimiee
may traneport at nigut gravel or othep
road material for use on the pudlle
highways during the hours from 8
o'clock pan. to i o'zlock a.m.”

oars muet run as often as onees
hour from 7 o'clock a.m. to 7 o'clock
pan. In other respects the franchise
provislon= are much the sane as those
fn sfmilar  concessions heretofore
granted, witil {wo f{mportant excep-
tinna. One praovigion reads:

I'o . prevent any recurrence of the
difficulty that characterized” the last
franchise bidding the followlng provi-
slon will also Le inserted: -

“That as an evldence of good falth
no person, firm -or curporation shalil
offer, nor-shall the City Councll. re-
ceive! any bid, whether  sealed or
otherwlse until sald person, firm or
corporation shall have deposited. with
the City Clerk a certified check in the
sum of ut least 20 per cent. of his or
its bid." S

While -it I8 not probable that there
witl be any - spirited: competition for
the Garvanza franchise, the Councll
intends to test Its right to lmpose such
condltfons, in order to gulde Its action
in again. offering for, sale the very
vatuable concesgtons which have been
asked by other corporations.

The board wil} recommend that Sec-
ond street from Boylston to Figueroa
streets, be made an eighty-foot street,
in order to eradicate certain engineer-
ing defects in the lines, :
