The road will start from the old
Ventura road, now being completed as
a section of the coast State nighway
between Los Angeles and San Frun-
cisco. The point leading off the
State highway twill be midway be-
tween Canogu and Workman avenues,
and will take & general southerly di-
rection through Horge Camp Canyon,
intersecting several large ranch hold-
ings along the way. The land owners
are for the road without a dissenting
voice, among them belng the Elllott-
Brant rancho, Jr. Fallor, 160 acres;
