HOLLYWOOD CITY.

Representatives of the Foothill
‘Town's Business Life Gather at a
Flower-Bedecked Spread and Ex-

. change Views on Maintaining the *
Present Prosperity.

HOLLYWQOD, May 1.—The second
annunl banquet of the Hollywood
Board of Trade was held tonight in
Hotel Hollywood. The officers of the
board and the hotel mupagers were
dlligent in thelr efforts to make it one
of the most successful functions of the
kind held here. It was not a dress oc-
cagion, but a meeung to dlsCuss Mat«
ters pertaining to the development of
the city.

The guests, the members of the
board, their families and friends, led
by the president, Col. J. J. Steadman,
murched Into the spacious dining-room
to music furnighed by an orchestra,
Covers were laid for 230.

Under the direction of Mrs, Anderson
and Mrs. Stewart the dining-room was
richly trimmed with mustard, aspara-
gus and maldenhair ferns., The tables
weré ornamented with lilles from the
pords of Mr. Sturdevant, sweet peas,
carnations, tree tulips and Mexican
dahllas. The mnational colors were
draped about the balcony. The officers
of the board and speakers were seated
in the alcove at-the left of the center
of the dining-room. The following

Col. J. J. Steadman, the toastmaster,
stuted the objects of the Board of Trale
as clvic improvement und soclal inter-
courge, He Introduced A. G, Bartlett
the first presldent of the board who re-
sponded to the toast “The Hollywood
Board of Trade,” Mr. Bartlett spoke of
the hlstorg of that body and indlcated
some of the future.problems it has to
solve. He urged economy in city ad-
ministration and emphasized the im-
portance of tree planting it Hollywood
i to maintain’its reputation for beauty.

Miss Mary Caldwell of Council Blufts,
Iowa, sang, “A May Morning,” and was
enthusiastically encored.. e w,e . ..

W. C. Mendenhall of the United

States Reclamation Service had been:
fnvitad to speak upon “The Control ot
the Storm Waters,” a subject of par-
ticular interest in Hollywood. He had
prepared an address but was not able
to be present. George Dunlap, who has
given much attention to the question,
read Mr, Menderhall's paper.
- Hon, I. C. Gates responded to the
'toast “The legal responsibllity of mu-
nicipalities for the care of storm wa-
ters.”” He clted various authorities
bearing upon the question and re-
ferred to the two theories of the care
of storm and surface waters known as
those of the civil Jaw and the common .
law. The former proceeds upon ‘the
supposition that every lower lot s
a servient tenement and Is subject to
an eansement in favor of the lot above
for the passage of storm water over it.
The latter holds that every man owns |
his property from the middle of the
earth to the sky. This gives him the
right to protect his property in any'
manner he deems best. The rule of the
clvil law applles in California and not
that of the common law, :

Ex-Gov. John L. Beverldge responded
to the.toast “Our Public Schools.” He
declared that “a’ city is known by its
people and its public bulldings.” He
complimented the cltizens upon thelr
high ctiaracter, and expressed the be-
liet that a Jerome or a Folk will never
be needed in Holiywood. XHe caliad
attention to the varluus beautiful
churches, which are wéll attended. He
reviewed the efforts of former citizens
to secure more and ‘better schools
throughout the valley. - Where a few
yeanrs ago there were three,small bulld-
ings, there are now seven commodious
ones with a seating capacity sufficlent
to accommodate the population. He
spoke of the efforts ‘for higher educa-
tiona]l advantages, which have been
rewarded by the erection of the hanpd-
some High School building. He urged
that more money be expended, rajsed
by special tax, if necessary, to plant
trees and: flowers, and surround the
bullding with cement walke. He com-
plimented the teachers and trustees and
urged that because bonds have been
voted not to curtail the schools In run-
fng expenses, saying that.money spent
to make schools efficient s the great-
est economy a city can practice,

Gen. H. G. Otis driefly responded to
the toast “How to Beautify Holly-
wood.”

H. J. Whitley having been called
away on urgent business. C. P. Chase,
ag a substitute, made & epeech-on
“Hollywood of the Future.”

C. P. Rishel spoke on “The Press of
Los Angeles County.”

Jonathan Dodge in concluding the
programme pald a high compliment to
the ladies of Hollywood, who, it was
stated, are Interested In everything
which pertains to the betterment of
the schools, churches and homes of
the city.
